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Out of school childcare services for children and young people with a disability

is a service that provides affordable out of school childcare for children §
and young people with a disability in Inverclyde. Childcare is provided after school
during term time and during school holidays. Where possible children are supported
in existing mainstream out of school childcare services. For children who need higher
levels of personal support, specialist services are available at two schools in the
area. An integrated service for disabled and non-disabled children is also available.

The services are for children and young people with a disability, aged 5 to 16 years,
living in the Inverclyde area. Children using the service have a range of needs including
autism, Asperger’s syndrome, ADHD (attention deficit hyperactivity disorder),
cerebral palsy, and epilepsy. There are places for up to 42 children.

Supported by

The service is available to parents wishing to stay in or return to employment or
education/training. Parents may be required to transport their children (where
necessary) to and from the out of school childcare. Professionals in health, social
work and education can refer families to the services, or parents can contact us
directly.

The aim of the service is to provide affordable childcare for children and young
people with a disability. The availability of this childcare will give parents/carers
greater scope to take up work, education, or training opportunities, knowing that [ P ] _d,L

Learning Disability Partnership in Practice Consultation

Earlier in the year, Inverclyde Council, Social Work Services and NHS Argyll &
Clyde commissioned Inverclyde Community Care Forum to consult with local
people on the Partnership in Practice (PIP) Agreement 2004-2007. This document
includes the proposals to develop Learning Disability services in line with the
Same as You? (2000).

A variety of methods on consultation were used to reach groups and individuals
with an expressed interest in Learning Disability services in Inverclyde.

We met and consulted with 61 service users either on a one to one basis and or
in small groups of 2 or 3. We also met with Carers and voluntary and private
providers.

Although we were not able to reach out to every service user or those with
limited communication, we feel that this has been a positive move to real and
meaningful engagement and hope to further build on this work.

The final report, in which the views of local people have been captured has now
been submitted to Inverclyde Council Social Work Services and NHS Argyll &
Clyde, through the Learning Disability Development Group.
